COURSE DESCRIPTION





The Fiscal Law Course (FLC) is a joint effort by the Air Force and Army JAG Schools (AFJAGS / TJAGSA).  The FLC provides students instruction regarding the statutory and regulatory limitations governing the obligation and expenditure of appropriated funds and an insight into current fiscal issues within the federal government and the Department of Defense.  Instruction includes the three basic fiscal controls (purpose, time, and amount); specialized instruction on topics such as Antideficiency Act investigations, military construction funding, liability of accountable officers, reprogramming, payment and collection, and continuing resolution authority; and various headquarters perspectives. 





WHO SHOULD ATTEND AND PREREQUISITES





The course is open to all Department of Defense (including reserve and guard) and other federal government personnel who meet the following prerequisites: (1) military and civilian attorneys and (2) other personnel in the procurement, program management, financial management, and related fields.

Each installation must select a site facilitator and a technical POC for this course.  The site facilitator is the only person who can register individuals for an installation.  

REQUIRED EQUIPMENT: This course will be broadcast by Air University Television (AU TV), Maxwell AFB, Alabama.  Please note, this is a television broadcast using satellites; it is not the same as video teleconferencing.  There are two technical means your site can use to receive this course: 

· In order to receive the broadcast directly from the satellite, your site (usually the base education office) must have a site number and a UA number to receive government broadcasts through GETN Spacenet.  Each site number and UA (IRD) number is different and must be listed to receive the course.

· If your installation does not have a satellite downlink, you may be able to use another site's downlink and have them retransmit the signal to you over landlines.   An example of such arrangements using both the Army T-Net and Navy C-Net systems can be found below (Sample Land Line Receiving Method).   If you use this method to receive the signal, you must register with Fort Eustis or one of the Navy sites.
