Include nominee's email address and Training Coordinator's phone number and email address in Block 18. If deadline for registration has passed, call the course manager or check the Northeast Region Monthly Course Announcement to see if spaces are still available. Please notify the Course Manager if special needs are required to accommodate an attendee (wheelchair access, interpreter, etc).

Do not attend unless you have received confirmation from the course manager. Although we try to accommodate all training needs, faxing a nomination to us does not guarantee a space allocation.
