COURSE DESCRIPTION





Developing a Medical Action Plan: CoMNET provides a lead-in to the 19 November Live Response broadcast, “Protocols for Medical Monitoring of Response Personnel”. CoMNET explains the importance of having a medical action plan to monitor the health of first responders on the scene of a WMD incident. In order for first responders to save lives, their own safety is a priority. Agencies need to know how to develop a medical action plan to protect on-scene emergency responders. After the plan is developed, they should coordinate implementation of the plan with the emergency medical manager and on-scene incident commander. 

Mass Casualty Management and Decontamination: With proper handling and decontamination the majority of chemically contaminated fatalities can be safely returned to families for disposition. CoMNET examines the “Guidelines for Mass Fatality Management During Terrorist Incidents Involving Chemical Agents” developed by SBCCOM. CoMNET also takes a look at morgue protocols prepared by Disaster Mortuary Operational Response Teams (DMORT) that may be used to form the basis of a local disaster morgue protocol for use in a mass fatality plan. 

NIJ Center System Series NLECTC West, El Segundo, CA: CoMNET visits The NLECTC –West to discuss their unique projects. This is another in the series on the National Institute of Justice (NIJ) Office of Science and Technology, National Law Enforcement and Corrections Technology Center (NLECTC) system. NLECTC-West draws on Aerospace Corporation's depth of knowledge and scientific expertise to offer law enforcement and corrections personnel the ability to analyze and enhance audio, video, and photographic evidence. This NLECTC facility also has an extensive array of analytic instrumentation to aid in criminal investigations, such as a scanning electron microscope and a mass spectrometer; these instruments can be used to process trace evidence. The Center's other focus areas include computer forensics, communications systems, and technologies to stop fleeing vehicles. 

TOPOFF 2 – Part I: CoMNET reviews the organization, coordination, and planning of TOPOFF 2 (T2). T2 was an exercise series that was overseen by the U.S. Department of Homeland Security/Office for Domestic Preparedness (ODP), which provides training, equipment, exercises, and technical assistance to the Nation's first responders, in partnership with the U.S. Department of State/Office of the Coordinator for Counterterrorism. The goals of T2 were to improve the nation's capacity to manage extreme events; create broader frameworks for the operation of expert crisis and consequence management systems; validate authorities, strategies, plans, policies, procedures, and protocols; and build a sustainable, systematic national exercise program to support the national strategy for homeland security.





WHO SHOULD ATTEND AND PREREQUISITES





The primary target audience includes federal, state, and local law enforcement, fire service, emergency medical services (EMS), emergency management, and public works officials and Civil Support Teams. Secondary audiences for this program include federal, state, and local police academies, university police, military police/security units, military emergency preparedness officials, sheriff's offices and public health officials.
